St. Mary-Corwin  
CEO resigns

After more than four 
years as the top execu-
tive of St. Mary-Corwin 
Medical Center, Chief 
Executive Officer Brian 
Moore has resigned from 
his position.

The move was 
announced by St. 
Mary-Corwin on Fri-
day, and Moore cited 
a mixture of personal, 
professional and familial 
matters as the reasons 
for his resignation, 
which goes into effect 
Nov. 10.

“A decision like this is 
never an easy one or one 
that’s lightly regarded 
and never one that boils 
down to a single thing,” 
Moore said. 

“While there’s never a 
good time with an orga-
nization as complex as 
health care, … it did feel 
like sort of an inflection 
point here with some 
leadership changes in 
our organization and an 
opportunity to really 
step back and focus on 
the long-term vision for 
St. Mary-Corwin.

“I would say that it 
had been something that 
had been in process, and 

now was the time.” 
Moore began his stint 

as St. Mary-Corwin CEO 
in July 2013, following 
the retirement of former 
CEO Rob Ryder.

Prior to joining St. 
Mary-Corwin, Moore 
worked as an admin-

istrator with Centura 
Health’s South Denver 
Operating Group, where 
he managed the devel-
opment and build-out of 
the group’s Castle Rock 
Medical Campus.

Moore said he will 
take some time to reflect 
and figure out what lies 
ahead before making his 
next move, but stated 
he wants to continue to 
bring innovation to the 
field of health care.

White House circles the wagons

WASHINGTON — 
The White House on 
Friday rushed to defend 
chief of staff John Kelly 
after he mischaracter-
ized the remarks of a 
Democratic congress-
woman and called 
her an “empty barrel” 

making noise. A Trump 
spokeswoman said it 
was “inappropriate” to 
question Kelly in light of 
his stature as a retired 
four-star general. 

The administration 
also insisted it’s long 
past time to end the 
political squabbling and 
insult trading over Pres-
ident Donald Trump’s 
compassion for Ameri-
ca’s war dead, even as it 

lobbed fresh vilification 
at Florida Rep. Frederica 
Wilson. 

She kept the barbed 
exchanges going, adding 
a new element by sug-
gesting a racial context. 

Taking cues from a 
president who hates to 
back down, the adminis-
tration staunchly de-
fended Kelly, who a day 
before had denounced 
Wilson’s criticism of 

Trump — and added his 
condemnation of past 
remarks she had made at 
a Miami event. 

Kelly said she de-
livered a 2015 speech 
at an FBI field office 
dedication in which she

FORT COLLINS — A 
man suspected of fatally 
shooting two people, in-
cluding a Colorado State 
University student, and 
wounding a third before 
killing himself was an 
Air Force staff sergeant 
based in Wyoming, au-
thorities said Friday. 

Fort Collins police 
identified the suspected 

gunman as Michael A. 
Zamora, 30. 

Zamora, of Fort Col-
lins, confronted the 
victims at an apartment 
complex near CSU early 
Thursday, firing multiple 
shots and then killing 
himself, The Coloradoan 
reported.

A motive for the shoot-
ing wasn’t known. City 
police Chief Terry Jones 
told The Denver Post the 

victims were ambushed 
after they were dropped 
off at the complex by 
a ride-share service. 
Zamora was not part of 
the ride-share group, he 
said. 

“The driver dropped 
them off and drove away 
before the shooting start-
ed,” Jones said.
